An Update from Pollinator Pathways Project

We are excited to announce the completion of the Central London Pathway Project, funded in part by a donation from
Lush Cosmetics. We have enhanced London’s environment by installing 100 in-ground pollinator gardens and 63
planters across 12 communities within central London. Over 5,000 native plants have been planted, covering an area of
over 750 square meters, making the urban environment more accessible for our pollinators, and exceeding our original
goals. Here’s the distribution of pollinator gardens across the 12 communities:
